Detailed explanation: The Page Layout/Page Setup area in MS Word has a Columns option.
Newspapers arrange text in two or more vertical columns; margins only control page boundary,
tables create cells, and paper source selects the printer tray.

Further reading note: The Columns feature is part of page layout and is used when the same
text flow must continue from one vertical block to another. In exams, remember that columns
are for newspaper/newsletter style; tables are for row-column data, and margins only control
the printable boundary.

Answer: (1) Ctrl + ;

Detailed explanation: Ctrl + ; is the standard Excel shortcut for inserting the current system
date into the selected cell. F7 checks spelling and Ctrl + H opens Find and Replace.

Further reading note: Ctrl + ; inserts a static date, so it will not change automatically
tomorrow. Aspirants should also remember TODAY() for a dynamic date formula and Ctrl +
Shift + ; for current time.

Further reading note: A leading apostrophe is especially important for phone numbers,
employee IDs, PIN codes and roll numbers because Excel may otherwise remove leading zeroes
or treat the entry as a number. Such entries are stored as text and may need conversion before
mathematical operations.

Answer: (2) January 1, 1900

Detailed explanation: In the default Windows date system, Excel serial date 1 corresponds to
January 1, 1900.

Further reading note: Excel stores dates as serial numbers so that date arithmetic becomes
possible. In the Windows 1900 date system, 1 represents 1 January 1900; therefore questions on
Excel dates often test the idea that Excel treats dates as numeric values internally.

For a
continuously updating date-time value, aspirants should remember the NOW() function; for a
static date, remember Ctrl + ;.

Further reading note: Protocols are a frequently tested networking area. POP3 is linked with
receiving/downloading mail, FTP with file transfer, HTTP with web pages, and HTTPS with secure
web communication. A useful quick revision is: SMTP sends mail, POP3/IMAP receives mail, FTP
transfers files.

Answer: (3) Control Unit

Detailed explanation: The Control Unit decodes or interprets instructions and coordinates

other parts of the CPU. The ALU performs arithmetic and logical operations, but it does not
control instruction interpretation.

Further reading note: The Control Unit manages the fetch-decode-execute cycle of the CPU. It
does not perform calculations itself; instead, it directs the ALU, registers, memory and input-
output units to perform the required operation.

Detailed explanation: Application software performs user-oriented tasks. MS Office, Tally and
Payroll System are application software, while Linux is system software/an operating system.

Operating systems such as Linux/Windows, device
drivers and utilities are system software; MS Office, Tally and payroll applications are application
software.

Detailed explanation: UNIVAC | is commonly accepted as the first commercially available
computer.

Further reading note: UNIVAC | is important in computer-history questions because it marked
the beginning of commercially available electronic computers. ENIAC is associated with early
electronic computing, while UNIVAC is remembered for commercial use.

EPROM is
erased by ultraviolet light through a quartz window; EEPROM is erased electrically; PROM is
programmable once. This distinction is a common exam trap.

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the subject nearer to it. Since 'colleagues' is plural and closer to the verb, 'have apologized' is
required.
